After a recent feast at Cascades that just floored us
from start to finish, I realized that I really do need to
visit its hotel waaaay more often.

Located lobby level of the Hyatt Regency Maui Resort

seafood, fun sushi chefs and oceanfront ambience.

"I've always been very proud of Cascades and I feel
that in so many ways it embodies the true aloha
spirit both in service and the pride and the quality of
food that the culinary team produces," says the
hotel's Executive Chef Matt Smith.

"It's limited, but it has it all," says Ledee, who leads
a team of three other sushi chefs. "We offer
everything from blackened ahi rolls to s.w.a.t. rolls
with spicy tuna, avocado and cucumber on the inside
to fresh salmon, green onion, sesame seed with
ponzu on the outside. We also have a hot and
crunchy shrimp tempura roll."

In addition, Cascades Grille & Sushi Bar offers an
early-bird special from 6 to 7 p.m. for everybody -
and that means visitors as well as non-sushi eaters.
